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Short Synopsis
Susan & Arin meet online and begin an artistically collaborative and sexually intimate

relationship. As an experiment, they decided to not speak when in person and the result is a
collection of notes, drawings and short videos they make for each other that tell the tale of
becoming a living breathing entity with 4 eyes, two mouths and 8 limbs: Four Eyed Monsters.

Full Synopsis
"They have four eyes, two mouths, eight limbs that wrap around themselves. It’s disgusting!"

Arin says, as we see images of couples throughout New York City. "But | can’t help but envy
them."

Arin is a wannabe filmmaker and highly inexperienced with love, despite the fact that he spends
most of his time editing wedding videos. In one of the most populous cities in the world, he is
alone and tormented by the beautiful women he sees everywhere. He turns to the Internet.

Susan is an art school graduate working as a waitress and suffering from a lack of inspiration. She
receives a message from Arin, but since she’s tired of dating, especially online, she suggests that
he should just stop by her work.

Avrin is too shy to introduce himself. So instead, he follows her home without her knowing and
emails her pictures of her mundane daily trudge. She is intrigued.

They decide to meet up, but in an attempt to keep their interaction interesting, they make a pact to
not speak to one another. As their romance develops, they only write, draw, email, text, have sex,
instant message, and make videos for each other. No talking.

Susan’s creative clouds begin to lift, and Arin’s dry spell has ended. A new world of more
complicated problems is discovered, and they are forced to deal with intimacy as they meld
together and create a monster.



Q&A with the Filmmakers Arin Crumley & Susan Buice

How true to life is this film?

Susan: It’s all true. This really is how we met and started dating, the problems that ensued and
the question that we still ask ourselves to this day - how can we successfully maintain a creative
and a romantic relationship?

Are you guys still together?

Susan: Our relationship is an ongoing experiment so if it does have a demise that will also be
documented.

Arin: But we’re hoping that won’t happen.

Did you shoot from a script?
Arin: We started shooting with a one-page outline that was based on our experiences. We’d edit
the day we shot, re-shoot it and continue that process until we were happy with a scene.

Susan: At a certain point, though, we did make a script based on the first half of the film and then
cast a few supporting roles out of an acting class that were largely improvised around the outline.
And then we’d pare down the material in editing.

What's it like to be famous on the internet?

Arin: | think everyone’s famous on the internet. That’s the new idea: everyone’s three minutes of
fame on YouTube, lists of thousands of friends on MySpace and soap box positions on a blog.
But really, in a world where everyone is famous, no one is famous, which is a good thing because
I think people are getting sick of celebrities anyway.

What is it like to have made such a personal film?

Arin: “We never really thought far enough ahead to think of what it would be like to have our
film reach an audience while we were shooting it. But now that we are here with so many people
able to know all of these personal things about us, it is pretty interesting. We’ll meet people and
they’ll just blast right into conversation with us like we’ve known them for years. It’s actually
pretty cool.”

Susan: “Since we were using our own story to explore these ideas, we had to let it get as personal
as it did in order for it to have integrity. So we sort of had no choice but to reveal a lot of
ourselves, because we were inspired by the story. That is just kind of the price we had to pay for
pursuing what we were inspired by.”

What’s next?

Susan: Our goal is to keep self-producing and distributing directly to our audience work we find
inspiring and to continue to be our own bosses without the involvement of other companies to say
what we can and can’t create.

Arin: We are going to keep posting new stuff to our video podcast including snippets of larger
projects we are developing.



Awards and festivals:

Four Eyed Monsters has been in over 20 film festivals in the US, Brazil and Germany from
Slamdance to SXSW to Gen Art to Oldenberg Germany. It won the special audience award at
SXSW, best new direcotors award at Brooklyn International, a special teenage jury awarded our
film with a jury prize at Newport international and an honorable mention from Sidewalk Film
Festival in Alabama. It was selected as one of eight films to be showcased nationally in the
Undiscovered Gems showcase in which an audience award of $50,000 cash will be given in
December 2006.

Filmmakers Bios:

Susan Buice

Born in Arkansas but having grown up in Massachutsets, Susan Buice developed an interest in
fine art in high school. She went on to earn a Bachelor of Fine Arts degree from University of
Massachusetts Amherst. While getting her degree, she spent one year studying abroad in
Florence, Italy, which led her to the fact that her art is inspired by two things: cities and boys.
Upon moving to New York City, she met Arin Crumley, and collaboration ensued. Through
Arin, she had access to filmmaking tools and knowledge and began making short films and
experimenting with animation. Her short film "fischerchicks" traveled the festival circuit and
helped her get her feet wet for her feature film debut, Four Eyed Monsters. All of the editing and
animation skills she developed working on the film have further evolved in the creation of the
video podcast series they've released online, and she has plans to continue working on projects
with Arin as well as creating music videos and her own fine art work.

Arin Crumley
High school drop out Arin Crumley got his start in filmmaking at age 10, working on short films

to take the place of homework assignments in school. At 16, he joined the local public access
channel and began producing short documentaries for local TV with titles such as "Vegetarian
Video" and "X-mas Economics"”. Arin also played in a band and projected his video art at live
shows. After moving to NYC to escape what he felt was Northern California mediocrity, he kept
creating more short films that he'd project at local screenings in Brooklyn. "Bush" was his first
film to be submitted to film festivals and was well received for it's dark comedic flare. Then he
began creating Four Eyed Monsters with Susan Buice. Delving into the digital domain with the
creation of the video podcast, Arin Crumley plans to further push the creation of interactive
experiences using film and the web.

Susan Buice and Arin Crumley, two young Brooklynites searching for new and exciting ways to
express their creativity, met online and decided to approach their developing relationship as if it
were an art project. Opting to avoid verbal communication, they instead exchanged handwritten
notes, e-mail messages and personal videos and began sharing their progress via podcasts and
then a feature film, “Four Eyed Monsters.”

A merging of reality and re-enacted scenes from reality (it’s often difficult to distinguish one
from the other), line-drawn animations and MySpace profiles that come to life, this innovative
chronicle of a truly modern romance also conveys, in a painful, darkly humorous way, a variety
of ultra-identifiable truths, including the loneliness often suffered by big-city inhabitants and the
complexities of sexual intimacy.

At the end of the film’s brief 70 minutes, viewers desiring further insight into Susan and Arin —
and that will include more of them, admitted voyeurs or not, than may be imagined — can look to
the couple’s many Web sites to follow their continuing adventures.

Let’s hope, though, that in this age of MySpace, when the Internet makes it possible to follow
every movement of an ex, find a future spouse and practically make a movie with the click of a
few buttons, Ms. Buice and Mr. Crumley’s winning $50,000 experiment won’t encourage every
less talented exposure-seeking couple with money to burn to become the creators and stars of
movies explicitly and shamelessly promoting themselves.

'Four Eyed Monsters'

Susan Buice and Arin Crumley have proven—the hard way—that independent filmmakers can
create sizable buzz without the aid of a distributor. Four Eyed Monsters was a hit at Slamdance,
but its co-directors were left to their own devices in terms of arranging promotion and screenings.
Through an active website, popular podcasts, and other low-budget tactics, they have built a
following for their engaging love story, which playfully combines elements of fiction and
nonfiction. The title refers to the couples who inhabit the world with their eyes and limbs
wrapped around one another. Susan, a painter who toils as a waitress at night, and Arin, a
videographer, meet on the Internet and start up a relationship based on silence. Their affair is a bit
of an art project: They generate piles of notes and discuss even the most sensitive of subjects
(example: STDs) in writing but speak to each other only via videocassette. Inevitably this
experiment proves to have its drawbacks. Along the way, though, Buice and Crumley
demonstrate that they have a lot to say about 21st-century relationships and about the alienation
that can thrive in a culture where encounters occur more often in cyberspace than in the real
world. Fortunately, these artists know how to tap in to the universal longing for acceptance,
making for a fresh, witty, and contemporary take on the perennial boy-meets-girl story.
